Math 

This month we will continue studying fractions, concentrating on partitioning shapes. We will then begin a new unit on telling time by the minute and working on elapsed time. Next we will learn about estimating liters and mass. We will practice answering real world problems with measurement.  We will also measure with rulers (fourths and halves) and plotting the measurements on a plot line.  Please work on memorizing all multiplication facts with your child to ensure their continued success in math.
English Language Arts
  
The students will begin this quarter reading and writing poems. We will concentrate on figures of speech such as idioms, similes, metaphors, and alliteration.

Next the students will be researching a topic about a country they want to visit and write a report. 

The students will continue to read a variety of texts within their reading groups. The students will practice answering and asking questions for comprehension working on improving our skills that describe relationships between events using sequence or cause/effect.

We will continue to practice the following topics to get ready for the EOG: literal and nonliteral language in literature, meaning of words and phrases for literature and informational texts, determine the main idea and supporting details, and inferencing about the character’s point of view in a story and explain their actions (traits, motivations, or feelings). Homework will reflect EOG review.  It’s important each student complete packet weekly.

Science
The third graders will be studying plants and soil this quarter.  The students will explore how plants survive and grow their environment. They will understand the growth cycle of plants and look closely at soil and their properties. 
Social Studies
Our Social Studies unit this quarter will be Economics and Financial Literacy.  Students explore how the location impacts supply and demand in the market economy. They will also look at the natural resources that influence economic growth. Lastly, they will look at why a person wants or doesn’t want to be an entrepreneur.
